Our goal is to significantly accelerate 
cures for blood cancers so that in the future, the majority of patients with a blood cancer are either 
cured or able manage their condition with good quality of life.  The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society is 
the recognized leader in the fight against blood cancer.  We work toward a future in which effective 
treatments, information, resources and support are widely accessible and patients are aware of them, 
enabling patients, their familes and caregivers to cope effectively throughout their cancer journeys.. 
The Society supports five major programs: research, patient aid, public and professional education and 
community service.

ABOUT LEUKEMIA: 

  
Leukemia is a malignancy of the blood forming tissues - bone marrow, lymph nodes and spleen. 

It appears as uncontrolled multiplication of abnormal blood cells. When leukemia strikes, millions of 
abnormal and useless white blood cells accumulate in the bones, preventing the production of normal 
cells. 44,240 new cases will be diagnosed in the United States this year. Leukemia causes more deaths 
than any other cancer among children under age 20, yet affects 9 times as many adults. The cause of 
leukemia remains unknown. However, the effectiveness of recently developed treatment methods and 
steady advances in research bring us closer every day to finding the cause of all blood cancers and 
probable cures. 
 
 
 
 

 



 
 
 
ABOUT LYMPHOMA: 

  
Lymphoma is a general term for a group of cancers that originate in the lymphatic system. 

Lymphomas result when a lymphocyte (a type of white blood cell) undergoes a malignant change and 
begins to multiply, eventually crowding out healthy cells and creating tumors that enlarge the lymph 
nodes or other parts of the immune system.  The lymphomas are divided into two major categories: 
Hodgkin lymphoma and all other lymphomas, called non-Hodgkin lymphomas.  About 
71,380 Americans will be diagnosed with lymphoma this year. This figure includes approximately 8,190 
new cases of Hodgkin lymphoma, and 63,190 new cases of non-Hodgkin lymphoma. 
 
TEAM IN TRAINING EVENT DESCRIPTION: 
 
 This year, The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society will train an estimated 80,000 runners, walkers, 
cyclists, and triathletes to participate in a marathon, triathlon, or a century ride in our most successful 
fundraising program nationwide, Team In Training(TNT).  Since 1988, 340,000 participants have raised 
a stunning $800 million for the Society to advance its mission. The program has experienced 
tremendous growth from its inception. The North Texas Chapter has been an integral part of this 
success contributing $3.9 million in the 2007 fiscal year. 
 
 Team In Training offers runners, walkers, cyclists and triathletes of all fitness abilities a four to 
five month comprehensive training program under the guidance of outstanding, experienced coaches. 
In return for professional training with a team and travel to a marathon, triathlon, or century ride, the 
participants raise valuable funds in the fight against blood cancers. Each member of our team is 
participating in honor of a child or adult from our community affected by a blood cancer. Completing a 
marathon, triathlon, or century ride is a celebration of human spirit, physical ability and mental 
endurance. For members of Team In Training, it is also a celebration of life. 

 
OUR AUDIENCE: 
 
 By offering personalized running, walking, cycling and triathlon programs, Team In Training 
attracts a wide audience. Team members are interested in reaching personal fitness goals with the 
guidance of a coach and the support of a team while having the capacity and desire to raise significant 
funds for others in their community.  
 Our target market is upper middle class professionals. Based upon last year’s program, 2500 
participants in 2007-2008 will include 27% Men/ 73% women; Average age 32; Average income over 
$87,000; more than 80% are college educated.
